e Dress may be sleeveless or have straps of at least two inches in width

e Dress may not be strapless or backless, heavily beaded, off the shoulders or high/low style
e Dress may not show cleavage

e Dress may not have slits in the front, back or sides

e Dress may not have a train

e No shawls, hats, or other accessories may be worn

e  White dress shoes are required

e Long slips are highly recommended

If you have any question, please ask or bring the gown in to be approved. Please keep in mind that now is the time
to begin looking for the gown or buying the material and pattern and having it made. Do not wait until May. We
have provided some style numbers of dresses (D42268, D01073, D73928, D80685, D92678, D84888, D19673,
D02487) that are appropriate so that you might get an idea of what is required.
